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3. Fit arm to Channel Clamp

onto clamp.

1.1 Ensure knob is undone. 1.2 Slide post clamp into channel.

1.3 Hold clamp in desired position on 
channel and turn knob to lock in place.

2. Set arm rotation to 180° (optional)
Note rotation is set to 360 by default. 3. Place the rotation ring 

in the desired postion2.1 Remove plastic sleeve 
from post clamp.

2.2 Remove rotation ring. 2.3 Place rotation ring in desired position and replace plastic sleeve..

Note: Rotation ring placement 
depends on the position of the clamp 
on the post. The tag on the ring 
should always face toward the user.

4.1 Remove VESA head 
from monitor.

4.3 Re-attach VESA head 
to monitor as per Step 6.

4.2 Tighten the two screws 
on the front of the VESA 
plate using 4mm allen key.
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7. Mount monitor onto arm

7.1 Push tilt head onto the shaft at the 
end of the monitor arm, grub screw 
must be backed off at this time.

7.3 Tighten the joint screw with 4mm 
allen key to secure the tilt head and 
monitor in place.

NOTE: Check the head pan 
adjustment is smooth after tightening.

7.2 Ensure tilt head is fully pushed 
onto shaft.

NOTE: Ensure plastic sleeve is on 
shaft before fitting tilt head.

8. Adjust tilt tension 

8.1 Use the knob to tighten and 
loosen the tilt tension to suit your 
monitor weight.

NOTE: Always support the monitor 
whilst adjusting to prevent it from falling 
forward sharply.

5.1 Ensure VESA Plate is in this 
orientation before installing screws.

5.2 Install the four Rotation Security Screws 
G into the front of the VESA Head

the front of the VESA Head.
