INSTALLATION STEPS

1. Attach post to fixing

1.1 Follow the installation 
guide provided with 
your fixing to attach it 
to the post and fit it to 
the worksurface.

2. Attach channel clamps to post

2.1 Ensure knob is undone.

2.3 Hold clamp in desired position on channel and turn 
knob to lock in place.

2.2 Slide channel 
clamp into channel.

NOTE: Do not mount monitor arm on rear 
channel post when using the following 
desk clamps:

4.3 Lay the shorter links, the 
longer links, the tilt heads, and 
the plastic sleeves together. 

3.2 Remove rotation ring. 3.3 Place rotation ring in desired position and replace plastic sleeve.

NOTE: Rotation is set to 360° by default.

NOTE: Rotation ring placement 
depends on the position of the 
clamp on the post. The tag on 
the ring should always face 
toward the user.

NOTE: If components are stiff to separate, loosen off 
the joint screw slightly.

13.1 Plug cables into the 
monitor and route the 
cables down the arm using 
the cable hooks and clips.

13.5 Insert one 
side of the 
cable clip into 
the channel 
on the post 
assembly, 
then push in 
the other side.

13.7 Clip 
the cable 
cover 
onto any 
of the 
four post 
channels.

13.6 Load 
cables into 
cable cover.
